BEAVER CREEK TRAIL FROM BEAVER CREEK STATE WILDLIFE AREA: Take Colorado Hwy 115 south from
Colorado Springs for 32 miles. Turn right at the Brush Hollow Reservoir turnoff, Fremont County Road
123. Take 123 for five miles to County Road 132; turn right on 132 and drive 11 miles to the parking
area/trailhead, past the trailhead for Beaver Creek State Wildlife Area. Road dead-ends at the trailhead.
A habitat stamp, available anywhere you get a fishing license, is required to enter a State Wildlife Area.
